But keep in mind that your mentor has explicitly taken over the responsibility foryour project, and while unlike you he isn’t paid for this activity you are still entitled to getregular attention from him.• In order to get support from your mentor you have to give him a chance to follow yourprogress and efforts. Therefore it is important to regularly commit your changes to theversioning repository you are working on. Don’t hesitate making unfinished code availablebecause you are afraid of criticism, and don’t suppress questions because you think theymight be considered stupid. But ideally your code should at any time be accompanied bycompatible testing code. Your mentor may not be able to properly assess your code by onlyreading it without the opportunity to apply it in a real example.There is a list of inactive projects in the [Attic], pagina 96. It is very powerful and promising, but to really get off theground two features are missing: automated testing and documentation generation.Automated testing is necessary to ensure modifications to functionality don’t break otherfunctions within the library. There is already some Automated Testing of the “snippets” repos-itory with Github’s Travis server, but this has to be reconsidered and extended to cover thestandalone packages too.In order to be usable for a wider range of LilyPond users on a “consumer level” openLilyLibneeds proper documentation. This documentation has to be generated from the sources, so asystem is needed that requires package authors to document the input files and provide additionalusage examples, from which documentation is generated. Ideally but not necessarily this isimplemented as a Git hook, i.e. automatically upon each update to the repository. We don’tprescribe the tools and approaches to be used, but the most widely used language in the LilyPonddomain is Python, so there would be some bias towards that. Alternatively a Scheme solutioncould be fine so generating the documentation would actually be triggered by “compiling” acertain LilyPond input file. In general it is advisable to make use of proven concepts and toolsfrom other languages.The eventual output of the documentation should be a static HTML site that can be viewedlocally and/or uploaded to a website. But it would be beneficial if the tool would first gener-ate an intermediate representation (e.g. a JSON file with additional media files) from which aSingle Page Application could retrieve content for display on openLilyLib’s website (https://openlilylib.org).
